Water and Manley dealt with two situations, one right after the other,

on Thursday morning. Cass County Emergency Management Agency

personnel were also on scene.

Units were first paged out around 9am to a vehicle fire on Highway

34 at 102nd Street — The extra manpower and water was needed as the

fire spread to the grass on the shoulder and was headed toward a farm

field before it was extinguished.

While that incident was wrapping up, units were directed to a nearby

location on A Street for a person pinned after a crash of a farm field

sprayer. According to scanner reports, the victim’s lower extremities

were pinned for several minutes as rescuers worked to free him.

LifeNet was directed to land in a farm field near 96th and A Street.

Injured was Donald L. Haveman, age 51, of Avoca, says the Cass

County Sheriff’s Department report. Haveman was transported to Bryan

LGH West Hospital in Lincoln by LifeNet.

The investigation revealed that the frame on the sprayer had broken,

causing Haveman to be pinned.

The vehicle fire which caused responders to be in the area likely saved

the victim from more serious injuries as he was losing consciousness at

the time responders arrived, says Cass County Sheriff Wm. C.

Brueggemann.
